As Acting Director and Deputy Director of
Enforcement at the SEC, Marc oversaw thousands of
investigations and hundreds of litigations addressing a
broad range of securities matters, including issuer
disclosure and accounting violations, foreign bribery,
investment advisory issues, securities offerings, market
manipulation, insider trading, broker-dealer
misconduct, cyber threats, initial coin offerings, digital
assets and COVID-related fraud.
